
Imagine being faced with a choice of paying for your medication or
putting food on the table for your family.  Imagine being forced to
choose between chemotherapy treatments and paying your monthly
rent for one year.   These are the choices that many of our Brethren
are faced with due to the expensive costs of health care and the inac-
cessibility of medical insurance in Egypt.  Payment for most surgeries
and treatments are often far beyond even a middle class individual's
means.  As a result, many people are not able to seek the treatment
and medication that they need.  In many
instances Brethren are unable to afford med-
ications that could cure or prevent a minor
health issue from escalating into a life threat-
ening illness. 

The BLESS Medical Assistance Program is
designed to fulfill this urgent need by provid-
ing the Brethren of the Lord with the med-
ications and treatments that are essential to
their well-being.  The Medical Assistance
Program has consistently experienced an
overwhelming demand on its services and resources.  Each year, this
dire need is reflected by the amount of funding allocated to this pro-
gram alone.  In 2005, BLESS distributed nearly 39% of the total aid
received to the Medical Assistance Program. Of that amount, a
majority of the aid was allotted towards Hepatitis treatments,
Multiple Sclerosis treatments and for providing various medications.
Clearly, medical treatment is a necessity, not a luxury, that must be
provided for all who need it.

Department was able to distribute $1,346,253.80  (7,764,652.80  L.E.)
